Tém tat béng tiéng Anh:

There has been a global interest in different approaches in teaching immersion content courses in which
English is employed as a vehicle to deliver content instructions. In this sense, the Content-based Instruction
(CBI) approach has been put into practice in a variety of language learning educational contexts in which its
benefits have been supported by a number of research on theoretical foundations and empirical experiments.
CBI provides learners with access to meaningful contexts and authentic materials. Using the qualitative
method, this paper presents surveys of 107 sophomores and juniors at the Department of International
Studies (DIS), University of Foreign Languague Studies, the University of Danang on the possibility of
applying the CBI approach to the English language programs for freshmen and sophomores at DIS. The
results are very positive. Most of the survey participants (67.32%) agree that applying CBI to the English
program for freshmen and sophomores are feasible, and 78.21% believe that they will attend such a course.
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
