This study is an investigation into creating an e-book based on the similar relationships between sections and
chapters and between the left side and the right one of a production in context - free grammar. The input data
include chapters’ titles, sections’ titles, the content of the smallest sections that are contained in files and their
connections. Therefore, we create context-free grammar which corresponds with our e-book. One non-terminal
corresponds with one chapter or one section in the e-book (also corresponds with a HTML file which will be
created), one terminal corresponds with the smallest section whose content is contained in text file. We can apply
this solution to creating an e-book in the form of websites for teaching purposes.
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
