Tém tat bang tiéng Anh:

Early intervention for blind children is the most appropriate early intervention services soon after the
discovery of the defect when the child reaches the age of 6, with the participation of many sectors in
minimizing the effects of disability so that they can develop their capabilities to study with their sighted friends
of the same age. Early intervention for blind children also includes impacts on the families of visually
impaired children and the community to build a favorable environment for the development and integration of
visually impaired children. In fact, improving the quality of early intervention for children with visual
impairment not only requires a synchronization of technical measures [12,128-133], but also focuses on
management solutions.
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
