Tém tat béng tiéng Anh:

This study attempts to investigate the use of Recording technique (RT) for error correction in
teaching speaking skill for first year-students at English Department, College of Foreign Languages,
university of Pa Nang. From the pilot research, some findings about the effectiveness of using RT
to correct errors and typical types of errors made by students in speaking tasks are revealed. In
addition, students and teachers’ opinions towards the issues involved in using Recording technique
are also identified. Lastly, the study closes with some recommendations to teaching and learning
activities to enhance students’ speaking performance.
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
