Tém tat bang tiéng Anh:

This article attempts to identify common errors of using the definite article “the”by tenth-grade students from Hoa
Vang High School and Cam Le High School in Danang City and to investigate the effectiveness of using
Vietnamese poems that summarise the rules of using article “the” to improve students’ performance. The research
data were collected from the pilot study (pre-test and post-test), questionnaire for students and interview for
teachers before being analysed using the Error Analysis Model of Corder (1984) and the qualitative as well as
quantitative analysis methods. The findings indicate that there are three main types of errors - omission, addition
and confusion - made by the students when they produced the English language using “the”. In addition, the
research presents both the teachers and students’ views on teaching and leaming articles in general and article
“‘the” in particular, and on using the poems to enhance students’ understanding.
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
