The paper describes the process of establishment, organization, and operation of the typical revolutionary military
bases in the provinces of Nam-Ngai-Binh-Phu during the Resistance War against the French colonizers (1945-
1954). Song Da Base, Trung Man Military Base, Tien Phuoc Base, Lowland Laos Resistance Base, BaTo Guerrila
Base, Hoai An Base, and Tho Lo Base were not only the places where revolutionary cadres were hidden but also
the headquarters of the Resistance leaders and the rear where local military forces were trained and sustained. In
general, the revolutionary military bases of the provinces of Nam-Ngai-Binh-Phu were established since pre-
August Revolution time or during the Resistance War against the French colonizers, and were organized flexibly.
The presence of the revolutionary military bases laid seige to and threatened the local forces of the enemy,
encouraged the power of Vietnamese people in the fight against the enemy, thus contributing to promoting the
resistance movement against the French colonizers in local provinces of the Central Region.
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
