The survey — which is a part of the author’s thesis — carried out on 326 students of the two universities (University
of Social Sciences and Humanities, the Hanoi National University and Teacher Training College, University of Da
Nang) found that there remain big counseling needs among the students, depriving from three main concerns:
adapting to the credit system; getting prepared for the future career and coping with various life problems such as
friendship, love and social relationships. These needs peak with first-year students and steadily fall as students go
to the later years. The survey also showed that the counselling practice performed currently by teacher-counselors
does not always fulfill students’ expectations.
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
