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Tém tét bang tiéng Anh:

Ba Na Nui Chua natural reserve, located in DaNang city, with a total area of 8,838 hectares, has specific
terrain and weather characteristics that create the diversity of species especially the serpent.Through 12
investigations of the vicinity from December 2010 to March 2014, we identified 52 snake species of 34
strains and 7 descent lines. Among the species two are endemic to Vietnam, namely Oligodon
cattienensis and Opisthotropis daovantieni. 9 rare ones are recorded in IUCN Red List and Vietham Red
Book. The snake species at the chosen area are chiefly distributed at the altitude of below 1000 m 39
species making up 73,58%). 21 species,occupying 40,38%,live mainly in the dense jungle and 29
species,making up 55,77%,live chiefly on the land.
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
