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Tém tét bang tiéng Anh:

The term “minimalism” gained popularity in the world of visual arts in the early 1960s but only approximately a
decade later did it enter works of literature. In American literature, Ernest Hemingway is said to have been the first
writer to follow this trend and Raymond Carver was the next. Both of these writers’short stories are quite brief,
simple and do not dramatize. Particularly, using heavy dialogue and little to no exposition provided by the narrators
are the most important and regular techniques of minimalist Hemingway. Meanwhile, Raymond Carver’s works
invite a reading beyond the accuracy of description, the precision of images and the economy of words. His
stories do not tell the reader how to live, as Hemingway did, but they tell how to negotiate the postmodern world,
with its great surpluses (of things) and its great lacks (of absolutes, of guidelines, of rules of behavior)...
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
