As a result, many pagodas
were restored and built all over the country; many Buddhism activities were organized regularly.Particularly, he
was very interested in Buddhists, who had important role in spreading and developing Buddhism in Vietnam. This
article analyses basic content as well as positive points and drawback of Buddhist management under Minh
Mang’s reign with a view to helping to understand attitude of Minh Mang King towards Buddhism, and to draw out
experience lessons for managing Buddhists nowadays.
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
