The paper examines the processes of banking regulation, deregulation and re-regulation and the impact of those
processes on banking activities. The main objective of this research is synthesizing comments and comparing
them with the actual effects of these trends in Vietnam's banking system via a systematization of historical
developments in order to draw policy implications relevant for Vietham's banking system in the future. The policy
implications focus on basic issues: the policy being non-ideal; the liberalization of interest rates; the strengthened
supervision of the “speculative” credit; entry barriers and branching; the monitoring of credit derivatives.
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
