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Tém tat bang tiéng Anh:

This paper aims at conducting a contrastive analysis of conceptual metaphors of “rain”/ “mwa’, “sunshine’/ “nang’
in English vs Vietnamese 20th century songs from the view of cognitive linguistics. Based on the theoretical
background of many linguists, especially that of Lakoff, Johnson [3] and Kovesces [2], as well as the investigation
into 360 samples from approximately 300 songs, the paper has found out 6 conceptual metaphors of “rain” “mwa”
and 7 conceptual metaphors of “sunshine”/ “nang” in English vs Vietnamese 20th century songs. After analysing
the data, the paper has pointed out the similarities and the differences of these conceptual metaphors between the
two languages. In addition, the paper also explains the formation of some metaphorical images of “rain”/ “muwa”,
“sunshine”/ “néng” in 20th century songs. This article is hoped to help improve the quality of teaching and learning
conceptual metaphors in English and Vietnamese.
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
