Tém tat bang tiéng Anh:

Based on the ideas of Confucianism, the Chinese village conventions in Vietnam in the 17th - 18th centuries
became a drastic solution to the hierarchical division of village community members. By establishing regulations
for booking post-worship feasts and nomination feasts, the small courts were able to successfully build an
organized, harmonious and hierarchical society with its internal expenses well-arranged. However, the facile
regulations of the post-worship feasts led to the villagers’ formation of local thoughts about their own positions in
the communal house. Especially, the regulations of the nomination feasts, which were too costly compared to the
people’s living standards, completely engulfed the people in poverty and underdevelopment, which was a common
sight of the contemporary Vietnamese society.
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
